We will be using these texts to 
complete some extended pieces of 
writing. The children will be using 
different sentence types and 
including conjunctions and expanded 
noun phrases. We will also look at 
writing and speaking in the correct 
tense. The children will also begin to 
join up their letters.   

The children will have weekly 
spellings and the test will be on 
Tuesdays. 

Maths 

This term we will be focusing on 
place value and addition and 
subtraction.  

The children will be counting in steps 
of 2, 3, 5 and 10 forwards and 
backwards. We will also be looking at 
the place value of each digit in a 
number (How many tens? How many 
ones?).  

The children will solve addition and 
subtraction facts to 20 using 
concrete objects. By the end of Year 
2 children should be able to recall 
number facts to 20.

Science
